2. All changes made after March 6th will be CASH only to Linnea. Questions and changes about entries, please call Linnea.

3. A $35 fee will be assessed for any returned checks and must be paid in full (CASH ONLY) before the start of the rodeo. All Monies
must accompany entry forms.

4. ALL contestants must be ready to compete when his/her name is called, or stock will be turned out and a no time will be given.
REMEMBER: The secretary must be notified if there is a change or horses are shared prior to the start of the rodeo.

6. Team Roping: Only 2(two) loops will be allowed and CATCH PEN OPEN.

7. Dress Code: Cowboy hat, Western shirt (short or long sleeve) or 2026 58th Annual Rodeo T-shirt, Cap, Boots. (No cleated shoes or
sneakers allowed).

8. Contestants will be disqualified and/or forfeited and monies for disrupting the officials, fighting disorderly conduct,
beating/abusing animals in or out of the area.

9. All contestants must be able to attend rodeo both days. NO EXCEPTIONS!

10. The ARENA DIRECTOR has the LAST SAY!

11. Bull Riding *Running this event will be capped @ 12 riders. Must be available Saturday and Sunday (no exceptions)
12. Keiki Barrels: No lead lines will be permitted- Contestant must be able to ride the pattern by themselves.

13. Dummy Roping- Time limit of 60 second will be given, only 3 legal head catches: Horns, Neck, Half head.

14. Only trucks and trailers will be allowed to park on the Kohala side of the arena. Your Kokua is much appreciated.
15. Due to Liquor laws, please do not bring a cooler!

Admission is $10 Pre-sale and $12.00 @ the gate. 8 & under is Free.
